The column addressed middle-class readers concerned with issues such as saving for retirement and college. Subjects ranged from investing, to picking mortgages, buying cars, minimizing taxes, budgeting and paying for vacations. The column occasionally carried commentary on regulatory or legislative matters, excessive executive pay and similar issues. Approximately half the columns dealt with investing, urging an emphasis on mutual funds, taking the long-term view and minimizing fees. It never touted individual stocks or funds, though it occasionally reported on the current appeal of certain types of holdings, such as foreign stocks, bank CDs or savings bonds.
